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1. All candidates must pay full fees for renting facilities, equipment, and associated labor costs. No discounts will be offered. The Citadel is merely renting the facilities and is not in any way sponsoring or endorsing the candidate or the candidate's views. Candidates must arrange for payment of rental fees and any additional labor costs at the time of the reservation. 

2. The event must have an educational benefit to the Corps of Cadets and not disturb the academic, military, or athletic life of the college. The Citadel reserves the right to approve the time and place of the event. The Corps of Cadets will not be excused from classes or scheduled activities unless specifically approved by the faculty member for purposes of a class. Cadets interested in hearing the candidate speak must volunteer to do so and sign-up in advance with the Commandant's Department.

3. Cadets will report to the engagement in Duty Uniform only, Cadets will not participate in an honor guard of any type or be involved in a platform party.

4. Officials of The Citadel will not introduce the candidate or be involved in a platform party.

5. The Citadel will not assist in mailing invitations or in composing invitation lists, or perform any protocol or seating functions at the event.
